1. [ write as Chairman of Committee-Golden Forest (India) Limited to seek active
assistance from the District Administration and Police Administration for protection of

the properties of Golden Forest Group of Companies in District S.A.S Nagar
(Mohali).

2 The Committee apprehends that some unauthorized persons are trying to -
forcibly occupy lands in the custody of the Committee belonging to Golden Forests
Group of Companies. Lands measuring 1843 acres are spread over 27 villages in

Tehsil Dera Bassi, S.A.S Nagar (Mohali). Details are available with Committee’s
office.

3, ‘The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India had on September 5, 2006 passed the

following order in T.C (C) No. 2 of 2004 which is quoted as follows:
“Accordingly, the Deputy Commissioner and other revenue authorities in the
states of Punjab, Haryana and Uttaranchal are directed to help the Committee
in ascertaining the details of properties owned by GFIL and fo extend all
help and co-operation lo recover the possession of such properties even with
the help of police, if and when required, and to demarcate the lands
belonging lo the companies in accordance with the revenue entries relating to

the year 1998 and onwards”.

4, This Committee is very concerned with the lands of Golden Forests Group of
Companies, which have been declared surplus in the state of Punjab under Punjab
Land Reforms Act, 1972. The total surplus land in Punjab is 4459 acres (District

Hoshiarpur, 5.A.S. Nagar and Rupnagar). At present we are confining our request to
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1843 acres in 27 villages in Tehsil Derabassi, District SAS Nagar the details of which

g, 3

are available with us.

3. The original order of Collector Agrarian, Derabassi is dated October 20, 2000.
This order was appealed against and the appeal was decided by Divisional
Commissioner, Patiala on September 7, 2002. On May 20, 2012 in R.O.R Nos. 937 to
939 of 20021 (of Patiala Division) and R.O.R No. 182 to 184 of 2006 (of Jalandhar

Division), which were clubbed and heard were dismissed by Financial Commissioner.

6. At the moment the surplus proceedings are under challenge by the present
Committee before Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP No. 17778 of
2014, which is pending. In the said case the Hon’ble High Court on April 9, 2015

passed the following order:
“In the meanwhile dispossession of the petitioner shall remain stayed”.

From this order the Committes understands that even though the area was
declared surplus and stands in the name of the Government in the revenue records, the

dispossession of the Comimittee has been stayed.

0 The Committee is facing difficulties in protecting the lands in Tehsil Derabassi

from illegal encroachers. Last year it was brought to our notice that illegal cultivation
on land was being done by encroachers. These persons had no authority to cultivate
the lands which had been declared surplus. We issued an advertisement in “Indian
Express” and “’Daily Ajit” on June 2 and 3, 2022 to alert the public that any attempt
to take illegal possession of these lands or entering the lands or occupying them or
taking them on lease from any third party shall invite legal action and may lead to
criminal prosecution and registration of FIRs. Copy of this advertisement was also

distributed to District Development and Panchayat Officer.

8. As crops have been harvested we again apprehend that the earlier encroachers

may try to encroach upon the above mentioned land. Therefore, we seek the assistance
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1" Deputy Commissioner, District SAS Nagar (Mohali). &
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of the district administration, under your guidelines, to prevent illegal encroachment
from taking place. We request that steps be taken in this regard like demarcation of
land, placing of signboards and open auctions inviting bids. The bid money can be
held in trust in this Committee’s Account No. 55024544491 of State Bank of India,
Punjab & Haryana High Court Branch, Chandigarh or in any other manner as
appropriate, to await the decision of CWP 17778 of 2014.
